The Wildlife Protection Society
conducted a series of educational events
during Wildlife Week, August 11-15.

The first event was a planning and
educational session for the Volunteers
that were to be involved in the
subsequent activities of Wildlife Week.
We provided details on the events of the
week and discussed the roles and
responsibilities for the Volunteers at each
event. The first event for the public was
a reception hosted by Images of Nature
(they donated the facility and led part of
the educational session). The key item of
discussion was the presence of cougar in
our area and how to handle accidental
encounters with the animals. Scott Root
of the Division of Wildlife Resources
(DWR) provided a short lecture and led
the discussion with active support from
Dave Swenson, also of the DWR. A
short film on Cougar Country was shown
to add to the discussion. The lecture
helped the attendees to understand the
habitat and behavior of the cougar and to
lessen concern for their presence in the
area.

The second event was a film showing of
“Division Street” at the Jim Santy
Auditorium (the Park City Film Series
donated the facility, provided the
projectionist, and operated their
concession stands). The film did a great
job of portraying wildlife habitat and the
impact of our national road systems on
the migration of wildlife. Following the
movie, Patty Cramer of Utah State

University and the DWR provided a short
lecture on wildlife crossings and habitat
and led a discussion session with the
many attendees of the “free to the public”
movie. The Wildlife Protection Society
had purchased the movie and rights to
show it at a highly discounted price from
the creator and director of the movie.

The other events of Wildlife Week were
educational sessions conducted at the
Snyderville Basin’s Trailside Park facility
(the Snyderville Basin Recreation
Department donated the facilities and
supported the activities). The educationa
and experiential events included
photography of wildlife in day and night
conditions, cooking with wild plants,
hiking in the wildlife habitat, and
